European Union Debate 2019
Should Turkey be admitted as the 29th state of the European Union?

1. Debate Format:

a. We will be divided in two teams, one against the admission of Turkey to the EU and one in favor.

b. We will debate in pairs, two from each team.
c. You will each have 2 minute terms to present your argument.
d. After the four speakers from the first turn finish, there will be a five-minute question session open to the floor. 
e. The round will end with a rebuttal session between the four participants of the first round. They will each have 1 minutes to speak.

f. The second group follows, then the third and the fourth.

2. The topic of discussion should be centered around four major arguments. Please make sure there are two students per team discussing each argument. The arguments are:

a. political impact

b. economy

c. cultural differences
d. geography (geopolitics)
3. At the end of all rounds we will vote on the proposal, using the arguments discussed to make a final decision: Should Turkey be admitted as the 29th state of the European Union?
4. All participants will be graded according to the following:

a. quality of arguments presented in speech

b. quality of arguments during the rebuttal

c. knowledge of subject of discussion

d. quality of answers to questions asked

e. quality of questions to other participants

5. Participants:

6. Write a short essay (Position Paper) explaining your point of view or position in regards to Turkey and the EU. Use your main argument plus two additional ones to sustain your discussion and include as many facts as you can to support your thesis.
Essays are to be handed in after the debate. They will be graded for an additional 50 points of classwork.
