APUSH Workshop Newspaper Writing
Final APUSH Test Grade 2020
Work as a group to create a newspaper that represents their assigned time period in history. It will include important events and other relevant information.
1. Use guiding questions to begin the research process.  Guiding Questions: What historical event will your newspaper cover? What types of articles will your newspaper have? What is in a newspaper besides the articles? How can you use special language and advertisements to make your newspaper authentic? Did people have different attitudes and beliefs during the period you are portraying in your newspaper? If so, how will you make this clear?
2. Read newspapers to become familiar with how and why articles are written and located within certain areas of the newspaper. Notice the types of ads present. Research old newspapers fromn your time period. They are in the internet.
3. Research your event, keeping in mind what information and facts you might want to include in your newspaper articles. What will be the headline, front-page article, etc. for your newspaper?
4. Organize your information and begin writing your newspaper articles. Your article needs to be written in third person narrative voice using “he,” “she,” “it,” and “they.” Just stick to the facts and don’t add your opinion. ( This can be done ONLY in editorials) Newspaper articles are normally about 2-3 short paragraphs long with few, direct sentences. Remember that the articles are current for the assigned time period.
5. Write a movie review, a sports story, add pictures, political cartoons, the obituaries for someone (historical or not) during your time period, your editorial articles, an advice column, recipes or anything else you would like.
6. Do a final edit. 
7. Lay out your newspaper. Laying out a newspaper means deciding where everything should go. It is like fitting it together. You can do this using word in the computer with text boxes or a publisher newsletter template or create it by hand. 
Tips for a newspaper article:

Headline - Create an attention-getting phrase that will make readers want to read your article.

Byline - Under the article headline, you simply write “By (your name)”.

Lead Paragraph - In the first one or two sentences you want to answer these questions. Who? What? When? Where? Why? You are trying to “hook” the reader into reading the rest of the article. The first sentence should state the most important information about the event.

Second/Third/Fourth Paragraphs – Here you begin to explain your lead in more detail and answer the “Who,” “What,” “When,” “Where,” and “Why,” questions that didn’t fit into your lead paragraph. You can also use quotes you find to express the opinions of others.

Conclusion –Newspaper articles are too short to summarize information that you’ve already provided. Try ending your article with a good quote or a catchy phrase instead.

Proof - Once your article is finished, read it carefully and make any changes you see as necessary. Be sure to spell check all articles
